A short introduction should be placed here.  All text should be in Times New Roman 10 pt, fully justified with single line spacing.  Abstract extension should not cover more than one page. Citations should be numbered numerically in order as they appear in the text [1].

New paragraphs should not be separated by spaces (extra lines) from the preceding one.

Experimental

Here a brief description of chemicals, materials and equipments should be reported, along with a description of the experimental procedures, analytical tools and methods of data analysis.  For studies, which are exclusively theoretical or computational, descriptions of relevant software packages, basis sets, data analysis tools, etc should be reported.

Results and Discussion

A report of the key results and their interpretation should be given here. Tables and Figures may also be used providing the most important information. A single line space should separate text from tables or figures.
