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CONFERENCE
The Conference is designed to provide a plat-
form for knowledge exchange on the latest 
scientific and industrial results, developments 
in policies and deployment of this global en-
ergy technology. For this purpose the pro-
gramme is structured to satisfy the needs of 
both the wider audience and the scientific 
specialists. The programme offers overviews 
of the latest scientific findings, industrial 
progress and political landscape through 
key-note and plenary presentations. It also 
provide specialised thematic sessions where 
details are presented in a more focused and 
technical manner. To guarantee the scientific 
quality of the programme, each abstract is 
scored by independent reviewers before the 
topic organisers - two for each subject - select 
the oral and visual presentations. 

CALL FOR ABSTRACTS
The 21 January 2013 deadline for submitting 
abstracts for the EU BC&E 2013 has passed 
with great success with more than 850 ab-
stracts received from 60 + countries.

Citability of papers: All submitted final papers 
of plenary, oral and visual presentations will 
be published online and coded by a digital 
identifier (DOI code) provided by the German 
National Library of Science and Technology. 
Futhermore, all submitted final papers will 
be sent to the Scopus and Thomson Reuters 
- Conference Proceedings Citation Index (ISI 
Proceedings) for review and index.

Peer Review: The authors of a selected number 
of the highest scored abstracts will be invited 
to submit full papers for peer review and pub-
lication in a special volume. This publication 
will be in addition to the Conference Proceed-
ings.

EU BC&E Student Awards: the EU BC&E Stu-
dents Awards will be presented in recognition 
of the most remarkable and outstanding re-
search work in the field of Biomass.
